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Editorial

The present issue of the Novum Jus journal is pleased to offer the academic and 

professional community a selection of articles that address topics of relevance 

to contemporary law. This issue stands out for the depth of its analysis and the 

diversity of its research, reflecting the complexity of the new legal challenges that 

society must face in an increasingly dynamic global reality.

Law is not only a social science; it is a living discipline that faces the emergence 

of new technologies, the reconfiguration of security, the demand for greater rigor 

in the sphere of judicial ethics, and the need to rethink the roles of education and 

teaching in sociolegal research
1
. The articles in this issue explore precisely these 

topics, offering innovative perspectives as well as interesting approaches to possible 

solutions to these problems. They also lie at the center of current debates
2
.

Some of the topics addressed in this journal pertain to the field of international 

security and law, examining the legitimacy of military assistance, the defense of the 

right to a fair trial in the fight against terrorism, and the analysis of urban security

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strategies and the regulation of geographies of memory. It is also necessary to 

highlight the importance of arbitration and restorative justice within alternative 

dispute resolution mechanisms. These analyses allow us to question traditional 

notions of validity and justice
3
. 

On the other hand, technology and justice emerge as a central debate in this publi-

cation. It is essential to address the consequences of artificial intelligence within the 

new changes in prevailing paradigms and its impact on law, while also considering 

digital evidentiary theory and digital evidence in criminal law and judicial practice. 

The issue also underscores research on legal mechanisms for the protection and 

transfer of technology.

In a world characterized by constant transformation, technology now plays a key role 

in redefining how human beings interact; one of the challenges law faces is how to 

remain fair and relevant
4
. This goes beyond merely updating legislation. It requires 

examining, for example, the integration of fundamental principles such as justice, 

equity, and ethics into the regulation of artificial intelligence and the protection of 

personal data, in order to confront new forms of criminality and safeguard rights in 

digital environments. In the field of justice and morality, judicial ethics are explored 

in relation to access to high-cost medicines, suggesting the need for integrity and the 

proper application of the law. One of the articles addresses the legal challenges and 

guarantees faced by women caregivers of vulnerable populations

. These, together 

with some other topics, constitute a set of issues of great social relevance for law
